Not surprisingly, more police departments are turning to technology to help alleviate the paperwork
burden on their officers. A recent article in StateTech highlights how large police departments are
responding to the paperwork overload. According to the article, Los Angeles Mayor, Eric Garcetti recently
endorsed a plan to reduce the time officers spend on administrative tasks like incident reporting through
IT upgrades and new technology.
